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Combines:

A. Structuralism

· The mirror stage

B. Saussure’s linguistics

C. Freud’s Oedipus complex

· Fear of the Phallus( Law of the Father

· The unconscious is built like a language:

· meaning in the syntax (complicated by S/s shifting and Derrida’s transcendental signifier)

· “I” socially constructed through language
--primary narcissism (Je-ideal)+societal doubling (social self)= fragmented subject
--misrecognition of self in the imaginary (pre-mirror) phase leads to false image of subject/ world later (Althusserian interpellation)

--always-already false subjecthood, memory of Je-ideal, incomplete meaning, create LACK(DESIRE (best “objet petit a” is the unattainable)

--due to false expectations, jouissance gained never as much as jouissance expected

--mutable identity creates possibility of free, flowing self, desire, sexuality (Malpas)
