Scientific Programme

The full programme is now posted on the web. Follow the links from the appropriate yellow ‘seed button’ on the top left of the homepage.

Instructions to Lecturers

We suggest and expect that all presentations be given digitally in (exclusively) MS-Powerpoint 2000 format. If you are bringing your laptop with you, please note that the connection with the digital projector will be made through D-sub (and as soon as you make contact to our projector you can use any presentation software you like). You may also bring your presentation (in MS-Powerpoint 2000 format) on a diskette, a CD, a DVD or a USB flash drive but you will be asked to check the whole presentation on our PC-compatible system well in advance of your talk.

For those of you who still stick with slide presentations, you will be relieved to hear that we will be equipped with slide projectors as well (but NOT with overhead projector and transparencies!).

The time allotted for invited and standard talks is 40 and 20 minutes, respectively, INCLUDING discussion. Please time your talk in such a way as to allow at least a few minutes for discussion at the end. The Oral Programme is quite tight and does not permit the ‘luxury’ of time ‘expansion’.

Instructions for Posters

Maximum dimensions are: 130 cm HIGH by 88 cm WIDE (please respect particularly the width limit – due to the panel size).

All poster presenters will be asked to mount their posters by Friday evening (30/4) or Saturday morning (1/5) and dismount them by Monday evening (3/5). Mounting material will be provided by us.

Transportation

From the Airport to Rodos Palace Hotel: the easiest way is by taxi (10-12 euros), a drive of about 10 km. From the Hotel, the city of Rhodes is another 5 km in the same direction (to the northeast), 4-5 euros. Also, there exists a quite frequent public bus system covering the whole island.

Internet access

All rooms in Rodos Palace have internet access (which can be activated with an extra fee). Alternatively, the reception of the hotel will offer restricted access to internet and web mail. Numerous internet-cafés also exist on the island (but mainly in the city of Rhodes).

Weather in Rhodes (notes prepared by my colleague Dr Pinelopi Delipetrou)

The climate of Rhodes is mild temperate and the weather is sunny. Average air temperature is 17.5 °C in April and 21 °C in May with an average sunshine of 8 and 10 hours respectively. During the day, temperatures reach on average 20.3 °C and 24.3 °C in April and May, respectively. The average night minima are 12.7 °C and 15.8 °C, respectively. The average sea temperature is 17.8 °C in April and 19.4 °C in May. Chances of rainfall are rather low, with an average of 24 mm in April and 14 mm in May.
